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As AmeriKKKa mindlessly celebrates the Fourth of July amidst food and festivities designed
to boost nationalistic pride and delusions of liberty and freedom, the world groans under the
weight of AmeriKKKan military and economic oppression. But there is justice, AmeriKKKa

“Fellow-citizens;  above your national, tumultous joy,  I  hear the mournful wail of
millions! whose chains,  heavy and grievous yesterday,  are, to-day, rendered more
intolerable by the jubilee shouts that reach them. If I do forget, if I do not faithfully
remember those bleeding children of sorrow this day, ‘may my right hand forget her
cunning, and may my tongue cleave to the roof of my mouth!’ To forget them, to pass
lightly over their wrongs, and to chime in with the popular theme, would be treason
most scandalous and shocking, and would make me a reproach before God and the
world.  My subject,  then fellow-citizens,  is  AMERICAN SLAVERY. I shall see, this
day, and its popular characteristics, from the slave's point of view. Standing, there,
identified with the American bondman, making his wrongs mine, I do not hesitate to
declare, with all my soul, that the character and conduct of this nation never looked
blacker to me than on this 4th of July! Whether we turn to the declarations of the



past, or to the professions of the present, the conduct of the nation seems equally
hideous and revolting. America is false to the past, false to the present, and solemnly
binds  herself  to  be  false  to  the  future.  Standing with  God  and  the  crushed  and
bleeding slave on this occasion, I will, in the name of humanity which is outraged, in
the name of liberty which is fettered, in the name of the constitution and the Bible,
which are disregarded and trampled upon, dare to call in question and to denounce,
with all the emphasis I can command, everything that serves to perpetuate slavery-
the great sin and shame of America!”  

Frederick Douglass, ‘What to the Slave is the Fourth of July?’ 5 July 1852

Ironically  in  the  year  2007  most  sane  and  politically  and  economically  astute  men  and
women in AmeriKKKa can honestly echo the eloquent words of Frederick Douglas. Today
AmeriKKKa  is  just  as  sinful  and  wicked  as  it  was  in  the  1800's.  Only  this  time  the
consequences of AmeriKKKa’s evils are consuming her like an aggressive  cancer devouring
its host. This time white AmeriKKKa: Joe and Jane Sixpack and their progeny are the ones
who will experience negative consequences of Cosmic proportions: massive privation, debt
peonage, wage slavery and loss of micro and macroeconomic vitality.

By  comparison,  U.S.  households  owe  an  average  of  $112,043  for
mortgages, car loans, credit cards and all other debt combined. Unfunded promises
made for Medicare,  Social Security  and federal  retirement programs account  for
85% of taxpayer liabilities. State and local government retirement plans account for
much  of  the  rest.  This  hidden debt  is  the  amount  taxpayers  would  have  to  pay
immediately to cover government's  financial obligations.  Like a mortgage, it  will
cost  more to  repay the debt over time. Every U.S.  household would have to  pay
about $31,000 a year to do so in 75 years.  The Financial Accounting Standards
Advisory Board, which sets federal accounting standards, is considering requiring
the government  to adopt  accounting rules similar to those for corporations.  The
change would move Social  Security  and Medicare onto the government's  income
statement and balance sheet, instead of keeping them separate.”

For it is
not light that is needed, but fire; it is not the gentle shower, but thunder. We need the
storm,  the  whirlwind,  and  the  earthquake.  The  feeling  of  the  nation  must  be
quickened; the conscience of the nation must be roused; the propriety of the nation
must be startled; the hypocrisy of the nation must be exposed; and its crimes against
God and man must be proclaimed and denounced. What, to the American slave, is
your 4th of July? I answer: a day that reveals to him, more than all other days in the



year, the gross injustice and cruelly to which he is the constant victim. To him, your
celebration  is  a  sham;  your  boasted  liberty,  an  unholy  license;  your  national
greatness, swelling vanity; your sounds of rejoicing are empty and heartless; your
denunciations  of  tyrants,  brass  fronted  impudence;  your  shouts  of  liberty  and
equality, hollow mockery; your prayers and hymns, your sermons and thanksgivings,
with all  your  religious parade,  and solemnity,  are,  to  him,  mere bombast,  fraud,
deception,  impiety,  and hypocrisy  -  a  thin  veil  to  cover  up  crimes  which  would
disgrace a nation of savages. There is not a nation on the earth guilty of practices,
more shocking and bloody, than are the people of these United States, at this very
hour. Go where you may, search where you will, roam through all the monarchies
and despotisms of the old world,  travel through South America, search out every
abuse, and when you have found the last, lay your facts by the side of the everyday
practices of this nation, and you will say with me, that, for revolting barbarity and
shameless hypocrisy, America reigns without a rival.”

Substitute  Douglas’ words  about  slavery  with  AmeriKKKa’s  current  war  crimes  and  its
culture of global corporate corruption, criminality and neocolonialism and we glean a candid
and  sobering picture of  the  real  AmeriKKKa,  past  and present.  To  his  credit,  Frederick
Douglas was a prime catalyst in destroying the system of slavery in AmeriKKKa. Rather than
mindless celebrate a “holiday” to honor hypocrisy, and crimes against humanity, we should
be actively working to bring this evil system to its knees.
